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Kurz zur Situation:

Das gelbe Boot erreicht die Zone klar voraus und hat aus diesem Grund Anspruch auf
Bahnmarken-Raum.

Die Frage ist, ob das gelbe Boot mit seiner Halse zwischen Position 4 und 5 gegen eine (oder
mehrere) Regel(n) verstößt oder ob aufgrund der neuen Definition "Absegeln der Bahn" und
der geänderten Definition "Bahnmarken-Raum" Blau in Position 5 weiterhin verpflichtet ist dem
gelben Boot Bahnmarken-Raum zu geben.

Sail the Course

A boat sails the course provided that a string representing her track from the time she begins
to approach the starting line from its prestart side to start until she finishes, when drawn taut,

(a) passes each mark of the course for the race on the required side and inthe correct order,

(b) touches each mark designated in the sailing instructions to be a rounding mark, and

(c) passes between the marks of a gate from the direction of the course from the previous mark
.

Mark-Room

Room for a boat to leave a mark on the required side. Also,

(a) room to sail to the mark when her proper course is to sail close to it, and

(b) room to round or pass the mark as necessary to sail the course without touching the mark.

However, mark-room for a boat does not include room to tack unless she is overlapped inside
and to windward of the boat required to give mark-room and she would be fetching the mark
after her tack.
